English-languagelearner. You have to introduce simpler vocabulary in a very basic format. The

words are also toodifficult for them to pronounce. They are not presented clearly, just in long lists

with no application indialogue or clear setting.I will not be able to use it.

The drills in this book are very helpful for the topics being taught, and I highly recommend it as a

supplement for teaching English grammar to ESL students. It is not as useful for EFL students

because the content is geared to the weather, seasons, culture, etc. of the United States, and is not

always applicable for use with students in other parts of the world where these things are different.

However, it is possible to adapt the sentences so they can be used outside the USA.

This does not appear to me to be a beginning text at all. Intermediate maybe, but certaintly not

beginning. I compared this to Spanish Vocabulary by Dorthy Richmond and found it to be seriously

lacking, at least for a beginner.
